As you are aware, the People’s Plan Campaign has been rolled out as ‘Sabki
Yojana Sabka Vikas’ from 2nd October, 2018 to 31st December 2018 by the
Government of India. Monitoring of the Campaign will be conducted through
National Level Monitors (NLMs) empanelled with the Ministry of Rural Development
in the month of December 2018. For this purpose NLMs have been directed to
undertake the field visits in various districts of your State (as per the list attached).
The list of NLMs deputed to various districts is also available on the website of the
Ministry of Rural Development (www.rural.nic.in) under the link Department —
Department of Rural Development —» Monitoring & Evaluation— National Level
Monitoring (NLM). The NLMs are required to cover 10 Gram Panchayats, spread

district officials regarding their plans with actual dates and times of visits. The

concerned officers of DRDAs in the selected districts may kindly be directed to

extend necessary co-operation and support to the NLMs during their visits, and
provide required information to the NLMs regarding implementation of the
programmeus in the districts. The concerned officials may also be directed to
facilitate NLMs in carrying out their monitoring assignments during holiday(s) also,
if any, falls during their visits. In this regard, the advisory issued by MoRD vide
letter No. Q-17018/01/2016- NLM dated 26th July, 2016 (copy enclosed) may be

referred to.
